      ‘Tackling Rural Crime – Boynton Area’

A police community support officer working in the rural area of Boynton, near Bridlington has been provided with a light weight motor cycle allowing her to work even closer with local partnerships in tackling rural crime.
The idea was developed by local resident and former Lord-Lieutenant of the East Riding Richard Marriott together with his wife who made charitable donations to the Tribune Trust to achieve it.

PCSO Andrea Humphrey is held in high regard in the area for what she does as part of the local neighbourhood policing team and works closely with residents and farms to deter the theft of farm equipment and prevent other offences. 

She patrols a large area where there are many farms, lanes and isolated areas not easy to walk or drive to in a four wheeled vehicle or on foot.
Humberside Police at Bridlington together with Mr Marriott and the Tribune Trust have used the East Riding Council Wheels to Work Scheme to fund the provision of a 50 cc scooter for the officer.
At 1.0 PM on Thursday 18 August Mr Marriott together with the Chairman of the Tribune Trust Hugh Bethell will present a cheque to the local police commander Inspector Colin Waddington and PCSO Humphrey for £1,500 which will provide 3 years funding for the partnership and hire of the motor cycle. The presentation will be at Boynton Village Hall.
Director of the Tribune Trust Geoff Ogden said, “This is not just a case of funding a motor cycle for an officer but part of the wider approach in tackling rural crime supported by Farm and Neighbourhood Watch Groups, the Parish Council, gamekeepers and other partners. It reflects the aims of the Trust to support the police through local projects to tackle crime”.
The officer will have the motor cycle at the presentation and there will be photograph and media interview opportunities.
