              ‘Support for Bransholme learning Project’

The High Sheriff of the East Riding Mr John Holtby together with the Director of the Tribune Trust, Geoff Ogden will visit the Bridges Project at 22 Appin Close, Bransholme, HU7 5BB to present a Grant Award of £2,000 at 11.0 AM on Thursday 29 September 2011.
The Bridges Project is a small but effective registered charity which tackles grass roots and community work on the estate. It bridges the gap for ‘at risk’ young people and their families to support them across a range of needs with a strong emphasis on education.

It works very closely with the North Carr Neighbourhood Policing Team and the local authority. The success of the scheme can be attributed to a ‘Passport to Success’ programme to improve education and employment prospects. 
The project which is run by a teacher and her husband an experienced youth worker has been so successful that it requires a new and, larger base within the community. It will therefore move to the former Pennine Rambler Public House nearby and convert it into a community centre for the work.

The £2,000 award from the Tribune Trust will go towards improving security at the former public house. Other local groups are expected to use the new centre.

Geoff Ogden, Director of the Tribune Trust said, “What the Bridges Project has achieved is very impressive. It tackles all the issues that reduce crime namely improved education, drug and alcohol information, self esteem, promoting sport and helping the wider family”.
