        ‘Tribune Trust Supports 14 Community Anti-Crime Projects’


Following a meeting of trustees on 27 July the Tribune Trust has approved Grant 

Awards to 14 community projects tackling crime and disorder and support for


Victims in the Humberside Police area. They are:

£2,000 to the Bridges Project, Bransholme towards its relocation to the 


former Pennine Rambler Public House on the estate. The project undertakes grass 


roots youth and community work in North Bransholme to bridge the gaps for 

young people in need of additional support for education and training. It has been


very successful hence the move to a former public house which will become 

a community centre.

            £700 to a Summer Learning Support Programme run by the Longhill Link 


up Trust, Hull. This will help fund a summer homework club tackling literacy,


numeracy and educational ability linked to other activities during the summer


holidays.


£1,500 towards the renovation of the Bridlington Community ‘Cop Shop’.
This is a facility in the centre of the resort used by local police and support  officers, volunteers and other voluntary and statutory sector teams tackling a

variety of issues linked to crime in the town.

£500 to the Boothferry Estate, Hull based Northside Sporting group. This is

a successful Street Dance project for young people whose members are competing later in the year in the World Street Dance Competition at Blackpool. All those

involved are local children and young people taught by an enthusiastic teacher from the area Fayee Dalee.
£1,500 to help tackle rural crime in the Boynton area of the East Riding.

The former Lord Lieutenant of the East Riding Mr Richard Marriott and his wife have made donations to the Trust towards the funding of  a light weight motor cycle for the local Police and Community Support Officer to reach all locations, working with Farm Watch groups strengthening local partnerships.
£950 towards the funding of AFC Football in the Community in Hull working with young players aged 16 to 21 years drawn from all sections of the community in areas of deprivation using football to strengthen community cohesion based upon the success of this approach in the city. 

£500 to the National Child Victims of Crime Charity for its work in Humberside. The charity has worked closely with Humberside Police to support children who have been affected by crime in the area and in some cases murder within the home and family.

£1,500 towards security measures at the Tweendykes Community Allotments and Centre, Hull. The allotments and community centre hut serves 80 plots used by 180 members of the community. The area is used by local schools, including a special school and pupil referral unit. Its wider use is encouraged but over the year the site has been the target of offenders which threatened its future.
£2,500 towards the Corner House CARE Project Hull. This provides support for young people who have been sexually exploited or are in danger .This is the 3rd Trust payment to the project as the extent of the issues identified have been disclosed.

£1,200 to the Diocese of Lincoln Riddings Brigade Project, Scunthorpe. This is a summer youth project for young people aged 8 to 12 years keeping them occupied with a wide range of activities. It reduces the risk of them drifting into anti social and unhealthy behaviour.

£500 towards a Winterton Youth Project supported by local police officers. Initially established for use on a Friday night in the summer its success has resulted in it being extended throughout the year.

£750 to the community run Bubwith Community Centre. The Centre in the village provides sports and leisure activities for all age groups and is extensively used. It has 3 tennis courts with floodlighting, football pitches, a cricket pitch, sports hall and badminton court. In recent months problems have occurred linked to crime and disorder which have called for improved security to keep users particularly the young and old safe. The funding will support that.

£1,000 to the recently established Humberside Crimestoppers Trust. Crimestoppers is the highly acclaimed national charity which for 26 years has contributed to the detection of crime throughout the UK. Its national structure has changed with local management groups called for in each police force area. The Humberside Board has been formed through the Tribune Trust and is now operational. The Trust award is to support its administration locally. 

£5,000 towards the Lifestyle Humber Night Challenge Event 2012. Night Challenge which now forms part of the Lifestyle programme was introduced by the Trust 4 years ago to involve young people in challenging outward bound activities. 150 young people aged 13 to 17 years compete each year in teams of 5 with some graduating to attend the national outward bound course run by the Outward Bound Trust.

The Trust is made up of local people. Its patrons are the Lord-Lieutenants of the East Riding and Lincolnshire and trustees being current, former and future high sheriffs’ of the East Riding and Lincolnshire, other public figures, the Chief Constable and Chief Fire and Rescue Officer. No public funds are involved.
30 to 40 projects a year are supported with aims to protect the vulnerable, promote citizenship, promote sport, tackle drug and alcohol use and reduce crime and disorder.
Trust Director Geoff Ogden said “There has been an increase in applications for support in the current economic climate but we are encouraged by the close working between all the groups and particularly the involvement of neighbourhood police officers. These projects tackle all aspects of crime, victims, detection, prevention and diversion.”
Trust Chairman, Hugh Bethell said “The Trust believes in supporting Humberside Police in every aspect of reducing crime and helping the vulnerable. Our funds come from individual and local businesses who want to make our area a safer and better place to live and do business. In its small way, the Trust does make a difference, so if any business or individual wants to help us in our aims please contact us”.
