   ‘ TRUST SUPPORTS BLAZING SADDLES’

The High Sheriffs and Humberside Police Tribune Trust has donated £900 to the charity ‘ Hessle Road Network’ as the final funding for a group of young people to complete the Trans Pennine Trail on cycles.

In recent months dozens of young people working with youth leaders from the network have taken up sport, physical activity and particularly cycling. This will culminate in 5 boys and 2 girls aged between 13 and 16 years completing the Trans Pennine Cycle Trail from Liverpool to Hornsea between 17 and 22 August.

The network which is linked to the Gateway Community Action Box in The Boulevard uses youth workers to reach young people who often miss out on wider sporting opportunities, encouraging them to become involved.

The ‘Cop shop’ also operating in the area has donated the cycles and the grant of £9000 from the Tribune Trust is the final amount required a total of £8,000 for the ride to go ahead. The Hessle Road Network and young people have raised all the money locally.

They have completed gruelling training rides in the area, the East Riding and Dalby Forest, North Yorkshire. The Team leave Liverpool on 14 August and aim to cycle 45 miles per day before reaching Hornsea on 22 August. After an initial stay in a Youth Hostel the young people will camp along the route using the equipment purchased through the donations.

Prior to commencing the programme few had done any cycling or even left the Hull.

Community Youth Worker Claire Taylor said “ Since joining the programme many young people have been motivated to adopt healthier lifestyles, giving up smoking, losing weight, joining fitness classes and keeping out of trouble.

Geoff Ogden, Director of the Tribune Trust said, “This is a terrific example of what can be achieved through good leadership in work with young people. The commitment by all members of that team is first class and we are very pleased to support it as part of wider programme of action to promote sport and reduce crime”.
