‘TRUST ANNOUNCES ANOTHER ROUND OF EAST RIDING GRANTS’

The Tribune Trust will present cheques to three Bridlington and East Riding projects at the developing Bridlington Skate Park site, Dukes Park on Wednesday 30 January at 2.0 pm.

The long awaited Bridlington Skate Park will receive £5,000, which has unlocked other funds from the town. 

Bridwatch, The association of Bridlington Area Community and Neighbourhood Watch Groups Ltd will receive £1,000.

The East Riding Moto Club for young people will receive £500.

These are not huge amounts as the Tribune Trust is a small charity, which aims to add value to community projects linked to reducing crime and disorder when statutory sector funding is not available.

The Trust has long supported the Skate Park Project and agreed two years again subject to others in the town making donations. That has been achieved and the building of the park is well under way. It will open later in the spring but appears to have been planned for as long as the Bridlington Marina has been talked about.  The trustees are delighted that it will at last be completed.

Bridwatch is a very dynamic network of Neighbourhood Watch Groups in the Bridlington Police area. It makes a significant difference in preventing and detecting crime. It is strongly supported by the local police and Humberside Fire and Rescue Service. There are over forty active groups in the area.

The East Riding Moto Club was established following the Tribune Trust supported similar project in Hull, Northern Pocket Bike Club to tackle problems linked to the availability of mini motorcycles for children and young people. Sessions for safe riding and other instruction are held weekly throughout the East Riding at a wide range of locations. The Police also support the Moto Club.

These additional grants are part of a package, which include the Bridlington Schools Counselling Project, Swinemoor Youth Project Beverley, Community Sports Coach Programme, Positive Futures Sports, Victim Support Road Shows, Driffield Skate Park and Humber Night challenge (postponed subject to more school take up).

The Chairman of the Tribune Trust, Hugh Bethell, will present the cheques to the Skate Park Management Group, Executive officer of Bridwatch and Humberside Police on behalf of the Moto Club. There will be photo opportunities on the Skate Park site.

Geoff Ogden Director of the Tribune Trust said, “All the projects are different but are linked to a wider loose strategy to improve the overall quality of life in the area. Their value is that they are run by volunteers who care and make a real difference with limited funds”
